Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to write a reflective paper about the artistic process. Students will demonstrate the ability to design a graphic organizer highlighting the artistic process and the importance of the artistic process. Students will demonstrate the ability to use the artistic process when creating the graphic organizer.
Description: Students will write a reflective paper analyzing the importance and the significance of the artistic process in other aspects of life. Then students will design a graphic organizer to visualize the artistic process. The paper should be 2-3 pages typed, Times New Roman font, 12 point font size and doubled spaced. The design of the visual organizer should show each of the steps clearly and fit onto a regular size piece of paper (8.5x11). Arrows, boxes, circles, lines, and bold titles may be used to aid in the creation of the visual organizer. 
Artistic Process:

1. Know how to use the art materials and tools. (Vocabulary and Techniques)

2. Communicate artistic ideas. (Concept and Idea)

3. Demonstrate that you can create. (Make the project.)

4. Critique: Give feed back to self and receive from peers/teacher about your work.

Project Outline: 
1. Read and understand the entire lesson. If you have any questions see Mr. Miller.

2. Complete the question from the “Project Questions/Research” section.

3. Talk with Mr. Miller about your idea for your visual organizer.

4. Write your paper and then make the visual organizer.

5. Turn in a rough draft of the paper and the visual organizer.

6. Make corrections to any aspect of your work.

7. Turn in your paper and visual organizer for a grade.

Project Questions/Research: 
1. How has the artistic process help you create art projects? 

2. How has using the artistic process helped you with other areas of your life?

3. Do you feel that there should be another step to the artistic process that is not there? If yes or no, why?

4. Give an example when you have used the artistic process and it has helped with another subject in school?

5. Draw a sketch of how you would visually organize the artistic process.
