Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to research the history of an artist and give a class presentation about the artist. Students will demonstrate the ability to give a class presentation about an artist and create a Power Point presentation showing examples of the artist’s work and relevant information of the artist. Students will also demonstrate the ability to use the artistic process when creating the presentation.
Description: Students may choose any ceramic artist they wish to research. There are many different aspects of the artist that the student must include in his/her research. The following list is an outline of what should be found during research: name, birth place/date, places the artist lived, significant travel during life, educational experiences with dates, life changing experiences, traumatic moments in artist’s life, influences of family life, significant art styles within the artist’s work, how the artist creates his/her work, unique techniques that the artist uses, 20-25 images of the artist’s work and a picture of the artist. Some of the items from the list will not apply to each artist, if that is the case, please find another important fact about the artist. When creating the Power Point presentation, show some of the images of the art and then give a few facts about the artist. Present the information in an interesting way. Site your sources at the end of the presentation by listing the books, magazines, or web page that you found the information from (Standard Bibliography Format).
Project Outline: 
1. Read and understand the entire lesson. If you have any questions please see Mr. Miller.

2. Complete the “Project Questions/Research” section on a separate sheet of paper.

3. Choose an artist to research.

4. Talk with Mr. Miller about your artist selection and your research before you start.

5. Research the artist.

6. Create a Power Point presentation about your artist.

7. Have Mr. Miller proof your presentation. Make corrections if necessary. 

8. Present your artist to the class.

9. Burn a copy of presentation on to a cd.

10. Turn in the cd copy of the presentation to Mr. Miller for a grade.
