Advanced Ceramics

	Project Name: Ceramics Monthly Project

Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to create a ceramic piece in the style of another ceramic artist. Students will demonstrate the ability to analyze other ceramic art and determine specific characteristics of that art. The student will then create a ceramic piece using aspects of the other artist’s style. Finally students will demonstrate the ability to use the artistic process when creating their ceramic piece.
Description:  Students will create a ceramic piece in the style or manner of another artist. After looking through a few Ceramics Monthly issues, the student will choose an artist and write a review of that artist’s style. See “Project Questions/Research” section below for questions. Then the student will create a ceramic piece in the style of the artist. Any of the ceramic techniques can be used. Creating something in the style of another artist does not mean that you copy the artist. Copying is considered plagiarism and plagiarism will not be accepted. When creating art in the style of another artist, you take specific aspects from that artist and change the aspect to fit your personality. Students should focus their effort and creative energy toward the ability to take an artistic style that is currently in the art world and change it to fit their own personality. This ability to change someone else’s style and make it your own will be a useful tool in the future.
Project Outline: 

1. Read and understand the entire lesson. If you have any questions please see Mr. Miller.
2. Select a few Ceramics Monthly issues to look through.

3. Choose an artist’s style based on a picture or on reading the article.

4. Write a review of the artist’s style by answering the questions from the “Project Questions/Research” section on a separate sheet of paper. When complete, show Mr. Miller your review of the artist’s style.

5. Create the Object.

6. Dry, Bisque Fire, Glaze and Final Fire the project.

7. Grade the project. (Self and Mr. Miller)

8. Display the project with title, name, medium, and class name card.

Project Questions/Research: 
1. What is the name of the artist? Where does the artist live? How long has the artist been working with clay?
2. What type of ceramic art does the artist create?

3. What are some interesting characteristics of the artist’s work?

4. What artistic styles are present in the artist’s work?

5. How do you think the artist created the art work?

6. What artistic styles do you want to use from the other artist?
7. How will you change the artist’s style in your own creative way?

8. What techniques will you have to learn to make your project successful?
