Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to write a formal critique of ceramic art. Students will demonstrate the ability to write using the 5 paragraph essay format. Students will demonstrate the ability to comprehend, describe, apply, analyze, interpret, synthesize, and evaluate the work of art. 
Description: Students will select a ceramic work of art and write a formal critique of the work of art. Students will be given a set of questions and procedures to help guide them as they write a formal critique. The paper should be 2-4 pages typed, 12 font size, doubled spaced, with Times New Roman font. The student’s name, the date, class name and period should appear in the upper right corner of the first page. The student should list the name of the artist, title of the art work, process used and the medium used at the top left side of the page.  The next set of words will define the different sections that will make up your paper. Describe: Comprehend: Apply: Analyze: Interpret: Synthesize: Evaluate: The questions that are printed on the back of this paper are not the only questions that should be answered with regard to the art work. Rather they are an outline that will help in giving direction to your paper. Simply answering all of the questions in order will not count as a complete project. Include a picture of the ceramic art work that you are critiquing. Besides writing the formal critique, students must also give a short presentation to the advanced ceramics class regarding their assessment of the artist’s work. 
Project Outline: 
1. Read and understand the entire lesson. If you have any questions please see Mr. Miller.

2. Answer all of the questions from the “Project Questions/Research” section on a separate sheet of paper.

3. Look through the books or magazines on the book shelf in the ceramics room. Find an artist’s work that you find interesting. Research a few things about the artist. 

4. Select one of the artist’s ceramic objects and answer the questions about it in a formal critique format. 

5. Type up a draft of the formal critique and give it to Mr. Miller so he can edit it for you.

6. Make corrections to your paper.

7. Turn in paper for final grading.

8. Give formal presentation of the critique to advanced ceramics class.
