	Project Name: Lidded Container Project
	Techniques: Wheel Technique

Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to make a lidded container from the potter’s wheel. Students will demonstrate the ability to create a more complex form on the potter’s wheel. Students will demonstrate the ability to plan the size of the container to fit the contents. Finally students will also be able to use the artistic process when creating their project.
Description: Students will create three different lidded containers from the wheel. There are many different types of lids. Students should use the lid style that most interest them. The lidded containers should be made for food storage. (Sugar, Flour, Brown Sugar, Powdered Sugar, Cookies, Dry Pasta Noodles, Coffee Beans, or Dry Rice) The lidded container should be large enough to hold a bulk quantity of each of the items. Thought about the contents should be given when planning the size and the outside decorative treatment of the container. Students should choose three different dry foods for which they want to create lidded containers. Once you have decided on the contents, design the container with the contents in mind. When designing the containers, think of the volume, size, and decorative treatment for each of the containers. Creating lidded containers is a challenge. As long as patience, concentration, and persistent are persistence when making the lidded containers, success is near. The walls of the cylinder need to be thicker to support the top rim of the container. The base of the container should be wide to give stability. Center the clay on the wheel wide and tall. This placement of clay will give you a good base for creating the lidded container correctly. The use of calipers is also needed when making a lidded container. Watch the demonstration on how to use the calipers and take notes so you remember how it is done correctly. Creating an object for a specific use is a good activity for developing your critical thinking skills.
Project Outline: 
1. Read and understand the entire lesson. If you have any questions please see Mr. Miller.

2. Watch the demonstration on how to make a lidded container. Pay particular attention to the caliper part.

3. Answer the Questions from the “Questions and Research” section.
4. Talk with Mr. Miller about your project.

5. Create the lidded containers.

6. Dry the container and lid slowly. The lid and container must be dried together. Talk with Mr. Miller about how to dry the container correctly.

7. Bisque Fire, Glaze, and High Fire the project.

8. Grade the project. (Self and Mr. Miller)

9. Display the project with title, name, medium, and class name card.

Project Questions/Research: 
1. What dry food do you often use to make a meal?

2. What containers do you have for the dry food? 
3. What type of container should be made for that type of dry food?

4. What type of lid should be made for that type of food? How large or small should the container be made?

5. Sketch 5-7 different styles of containers that could work for the dry food storage.

6. Think of patterns that would add to the interest of the container. Sketch 4-5 patterns.

7. Now combine the container sketches and the pattern sketches to create a set of final sketches. (3-4 Sketches)
8. Think of the type of glaze that would enhance the design of the container.
