Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to create sets of 4 from a wide variety of functional pottery. Students will demonstrate the ability to create pottery with consistency in form, volume, function, and style. Students will demonstrate the ability to use the artistic process when creating their ceramic objects.
Description: Students will create a variety of wheel pottery. All of the pieces should be considered a set. A set in pottery is when the pieces look as if they belong together because they are similar in form, volume, function, glaze and style. Students should create 4 of the same pieces for each set. Students should choose, in any order, 3 to 4 objects from the list below to make into sets.

When wedging your clay, attention should be given to consistent pressure, rotation, and density. Then when wedging is complete, cut the clay into equal pieces so it is easier to make the pottery on the wheel equal in size, volume, form, and function. Sketch your ideas first and talk with Mr. Miller about your design concepts. Determine what each piece would most likely be used for when a person is using it. Consider the use of each piece when designing it. As you consider the use, the form and design may change to meet the needs of the intended use. Then create the work on the potter’s wheel. Precise repetition with hand movement and consistent pressure when centering the clay will aid in creating a set of pottery. 
Project Outline: 
1. Read and understand the entire lesson. If you have any questions please see Mr. Miller.

2. Answer all of the questions from the “Project Question/Research” section on a separate sheet of paper.

3. Choose the different pottery objects from the list.

4. Create the pottery sets.

5. Trim when appropriate, Dry, Bisque Fire, Glaze, and High Fire the project.

6. Grade the project. (Self and Mr. Miller)

7. Display the project with title, name, medium, and class name card.

Project Questions/Research: 
1. What do you like to eat? Why do you like to eat it? What, if any, container is used to hold the food?

2. Think of specific foods that you like to eat and how you could improve the eating experience by making the container you eat from more interesting. List 2 different food items and containers.

3. How can the design of the pottery help with easy use of the pottery?
4. Look at dishes, cups etc. at home and describe 2 of them. How thick are the walls? Is there a lip, ridge, or edge that accents the design? Color? Shape? Size? Weight? Etc. . .

5. From the list above choose 3 or 4 to make into sets. Suggestion: Choose different objects so you have a set that could all be used at the same time. For example try not to choose all of the liquid drinking containers. Mix it up by choosing one from each row.

6. Design by sketching your set. Many drawings may need to be created. Once done with the sketches, see Mr. Miller for approval and suggestions.

7. What glaze will you use to seal and decorate your set?
