Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to view various tea pot examples, determine important tea pot design aspects, and then design their own tea pot. Students will demonstrate the ability to create a functional tea pot. Students will demonstrate the ability to use the artistic process when creating their tea pot.
Description: Students will create a functional tea pot using the wheel technique and assemblage technique. The tea pot is one of the most difficult wheel pieces to make. The difficulty comes with making many different pieces and then assembling them together to make a whole unified functional tea pot. Attention to detail, patience, concentration, functionality, and aesthetics are vital to making a successful tea pot. The different parts of a tea pot are as follows: Foot, Body, Shoulder, Lid, Spout, and Handle. First, look at the book, 500 Teapots and study the design aspects that those teapots have. Watch Mr. Miller’s demonstration on how to make a teapot. Then design your teapot. Create the different parts and finally, assemble the teapot. Attention to the design is critical to a successful teapot. Thought should go into the precise design aspects of the teapot so that it functions correctly.
Project Outline: 
1. Read and understand the entire lesson. If you have any questions please see Mr. Miller.

2. Look through the book, 500 Teapots and study the design aspects of the teapots.
3. Answer all of the questions from the “Project Questions/Research” section on a separate sheet of paper.

4. Design your teapot. Then get approval from Mr. Miller.
5. Create your teapot.

6. Dry, Bisque Fire, Glaze, and High Fire the project.

7. Grade the project. (Self and Mr. Miller)
8. Display the project with title, name, medium, and class name card.
