Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to create a trimmed platter using the bat technique on the potter’s wheel. Students will also use the artistic process to create their platter. 
Description: Students will create their own serving platters. A new technique of using a bat on the potter’s wheel will help in the creation of the platter. Attention to centering and compressing the bottom of the platter is most important when creating a platter. After the platter has dried to leather hard, the student must use the trimming technique and trim a foot in the bottom of the platter. Students should add a texture pattern in the bottom of the platter.
