Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to create three different kinds of cups from the potter’s wheel. Students will also use the artistic process to create their cups.

Description: Students will create three different kinds of cups using three different techniques. Students will have to learn the different techniques to make the cups. Yanomies are traditional Japanese tea cups, Mugs are cylinders with handles, and Glasses are cylinders without handles.  Attention should be given to the thickness of each of the cups. Make the walls of the cups thick if they will be used for hot beverages and thin for cool beverages. Follow along as the demonstrations are done and write notes so you can review the process later. The assignment is to make one cup from each technique. Students may create more than one cup each but are required to make at least one from each technique.
