	Project Name: Cylinder Technique Lesson
	Techniques: Review Wheel Techniques

	Class Workdays: 2
	Points Possible: 100 (50 points per cylinder)


Clay Amount: 1 pound of clay per cylinder
Objectives: Students will demonstrate their ability to create 2 cylinders with a score of 45 or higher. 
Description: Students will review the wheel technique lesson. Each student will make 2 cylinders with scores of 45 or higher. Attention to detail and technique are a must for success on this project. Students should also consider the quietness of the zone or mental flow when working on this project.

	Project Name: 3 Bowls-Trimmed/Nesting 
	Techniques: Wheel Technique, Trim Technique

	Class Workdays: 4
	Points Possible: 300 – 100 points each bowl.


Clay Amount: 
Bowl ONE: 1.5 pounds 

Bowl TWO: 2.5 pounds 

Bowl THREE: 3.5 pounds

Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to create 3 bowls and use the trim technique to foot the bottom of each of the bowls. The bowl should be designed in a way that allows them to nest into one another. Students will also use the artistic process as a method of creating and designing the art. 

Description: Students will create 3 bowls and learn how to trim a foot on a bowl. Once students see the demonstration for bowls, students will realize that creating bowls is different from cylinders. Attention to detail with the bowl technique is vital to correctly learning the bowl making process. 

	Project Name: Plate
	Techniques: Wheel, Trimming, Bat Technique

	Class Workdays: 3
	Points Possible: 300


Clay Amount: 3 pounds

Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to create a trimmed plate using the bat technique on the potter’s wheel. Students will also use the artistic process to create and design their plate. 

Description: Students will create their own serving plate. Attention to centering and compressing the bottom of the plate is most important when creating a plate. Students may want to fast dry their plate for 20 minutes. After the plate has dried to leather hard, the student must use the trimming technique and trim a foot in the bottom of the plate. Students should add a texture, pattern, or design to the bottom of the plate. 

	Project Name: Bottle with a Stopper
	Techniques: Wheel, Bottle Neck, Calipers, Stopper

	Class Workdays: 3
	Points Possible: 300


Clay Amount: 2 pounds bottle, ½ pound stopper

Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to create a bottle with a stopper on the potter’s wheel. Students will demonstrate the ability to use the neck technique on the potter’s wheel. Students will also use the artistic process to create and design their plate. 

Description: Students will create their own bottle with a stopper. Attention should be given to the neck technique and using the calipers for sizing the stopper. Students should add a texture, pattern, or design to the bottom of the side of the bottle. 
	Project Name: Lidded Container
	Techniques: Wheel, Lid, Gallery Technique, Calipers

	Class Workdays: 3
	Points Possible: 300


Clay Amount: 3 pounds

Objectives: Students will demonstrate the ability to create a lidded container on the potter’s wheel. Students will demonstrate the ability to use the gallery technique on the potter’s wheel. Students will also use the artistic process to create and design their plate. Students will use calipers correctly to make their stopper.
Description: Students will create their own lidded container. Attention should be given to the gallery and lid size. Students should add a texture, pattern, or design to the bottom of the side of the lidded container.
