Grade: 10-12 High School
Course Description: Students will explore the use of the computer to create imagery. The focus of the class will use the elements and principles of art to teach the student techniques and functions of the equipment. Students will use industry standard computer programs, digital cameras, scanners, and other computer equipment to create original art for publication or presentation. Students will also learn technical skills that relate to the equipment used during the course. Students will gain an understanding of the formal components of design and visual communication to develop their artistic visual intelligence. Students will also learn how to use studio habits in other areas of their life. 

Course Goals: Create art to express ideas. Learn to take risks to express ideas. Develop personal creativity. Students will demonstrate the ability to: understand all related vocabulary words, correctly use computer applications, operate computers and other tools correctly, manage file storage, and integrate the elements and principles of design into their projects. 

Lab Fee: All classes offered in the Art Department charge a lab fee of $5.00 for each course. All students who do not pay the lab fee before the end of the quarter will receive an obligation form. If a student cannot afford to pay the lab fee, he/she can make arrangements with the instructor.

Instructional Materials: Computers, Scanners, Digital Cameras, Industry Standard Computer Graphic Programs, Books; “Launching the Imagination” by Mary Stewart, “Graphic Design Basics” by Amy E. Arntson, “Design Basics” by David A. Lauer and Stephen Pentak, “Photography in Focus” by Burchfield, Jacobs, and Kokrda.
