Objectives: Students will create a hand-built mask from clay. Students will choose a theme or concept for their mask. Students will learn to visually represent their theme in clay. Students will use the slab technique to create their mask. Students will revise their work to develop a theme or concept fully. Students will justify their work through explanation of artistic choices.

	Presentation
	Two holes located in mask so that the mask hangs evenly from the wall.
	
	
	There are no holes in the clay to hold the mask on the wall.

	Presentation
	The surface (glaze) of the mask greatly enhances the visual appeal of the mask. The surface (glaze) of the mask connects to the concept or theme of the mask. 
	
	
	The glaze choice does not fit the theme. The glaze choice distracts from the mask’s theme. 

	Construction
	All edges are smooth. All seams are blended. All score and slip lines are even. All flat surfaces have an intentional texture.
	
	
	Canvas texture appears on the mask. Clay cracks appear in the seam lines. Edges of the clay are rough or sharp. Score and slip lines are uneven.

	Design
	3 different textures appear on the mask that enhances the theme. 2 different patterns either painted with under glaze or carved into the clay appear on the mask that enhances the theme.
	
	
	There are no intentional textures or patterns on the mask. The canvas texture from the slab roller is on the flat surfaces of the mask.

	Concept
	1 uniform theme or concept that is visually evident. The theme has an emotional quality that is visually represented. 
	
	
	There is no apparent theme or concept developed with the mask. There is no emotional quality to the design.

	Creativity
	The use of imagination to solve the mask assignment is evident in the finished projects over all presentation. 
	
	
	The mask’s creativity is significantly lacking. There is no attempt to solve the lesson with original thought. Many generic items or clichés exist.
