
Glazing Choice Worksheet

Glazing is an opportunity to emphasize certain aspects of your piece. When glazing, think about the form, surface and detail already present in the bisque form.  Choosing a glaze and deciding how to apply it is an important part of creating meaning in a piece or ceramic art. 

Questions to consider before you begin:

What kind of texture or pattern do you have in the outside surface of your piece? 

How deep is it? How detailed is it?
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What kind of texture or pattern do you have in the inside surface of your piece? 

How deep is it? How detailed is it?
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Selection of a glaze:

Consider the textures and patterns on your piece and decide if you want a glaze that is transparent or opaque. Transparent means you can see through it. Opaque means you can’t see through it.

9. How can glaze change the way the form of your reliquary is seen?
10. How can glaze affect the relationship between the inside and outside of the vessel?
11. Do different areas of the piece require different choices in terms of glaze or application?
Consider questions 9-11 and write a description of how glaze color and application can affect the way you see the form of your reliquary.
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
