Ceramics TWO
Sculptural Teapot Lesson

Objectives: Students will create a functional sculptural teapot out of clay. Students will develop their won theme for the teapot. Students will learn how to visually represent their theme. Students will learn how to use the new technique of subtractive sculpture. Students will design and create a cup that goes along with the theme of the teapot. 

Sculptural Teapot Rubric
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	Functional
	Pours liquid with no drips. Excellent back pressure.
	Pours liquid well but has a few extra drips.
	Pours but splatters liquid to the sides.
	Does not pour.

	Theme/Concept Development
	The use of imagination to solve the sculptural teapot assignment is evident in the finished projects over all presentation.
	
	
	The sculptural teapot’s creativity is significantly lacking. There is no attempt to solve the lesson with original thought. Many generic items or clichés exist. 

	Construction
	The subtractive sculpture technique is correctly applied. The inside of the teapot has a smooth surface. All edges are smooth. All seams are blended. All score and slip lines are even. All flat surfaces have an intentional texture.
	
	
	The clay walls are too thick. Carving lines are still present on inside of teapot. Clay cracks appear in the seam lines. Edges of the clay are rough or sharp. Score and slip lines are uneven.

	Construction 
	The teapot sits balanced on a flat surface.
	
	
	The teapot sits uneven on the table and rocks or wobbles when touched.


	Creativity
	Unique way to create a teapot. The pour spout, lid, body, and handle are not obvious.
	
	
	The teapot creativity is not unique. The pour spout, lid, body and handle are obvious and look lack interest.

	Presentation
	The surface (glaze) of the sculptural teapot greatly enhances the visual appeal of the teapot. The surface (glaze) of the teapot connects to the concept or theme of the teapot.
	
	
	The glaze choice does not fit the theme. The glaze choice distracts from the teapot’s theme.

	Accessories
	Cup theme is tied to the theme of the teapot. Subtractive sculpture method was used.
	
	
	The cup is generic and does not tie into the theme of the teapot.
